On September 11, Ray Stonecipher presented images of
astronomical phenomena to the students to help broaden
their vision. The students took these images, along with the
images and feedback from the DPAS, and refined their
original ideas.

On Thursday, September 12, Humke presented a final plan to
members of the DPAS. She presented pictures and staked
out the site so that we could walk through the space. The
design was unanimously approved by all members present!!

Construction began on Saturday, September 14.

The final StarGarden design is based on a spiral galaxy, a
ringed planet, and a star. These will be three separate
concrete viewing pads connected by paths made of decking
